Richard Felix's work consists of photographic monoprints — this series based on landscapes of the American Southwest. The photos are manipulated in a variety of ways, especially by the inclusion of site specific information on the cultural and geologic history of the subject landscape. In some works the monoprints are mounted in free standing multi-panel screens, with the photo divided into vertical panels. This artistic intervention affects the viewer's percep​tion of the depth of the landscape. Further, Felix often overpaints portions of his photographic images.
These elements — incorporation of site specific information in the printing of the photograph, mounting the photo on a screen or other three dimensional substrata, and painting or drawing on the image, arc elements in what Felix terms the "visual dialogue/' Essentially the "visual" consists of the landscape itself, and the "dialogue" results from the artist's intervention in explaining and elaborating the landscape. The visual dialogue gives rise to a game between ar​tist and viewer that could be called "what he's thinking - what I'm thinking".
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
